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-My advice is to read through the entirety of each article (not just the Abstract!) and take hand-
written notes of phrases and bullet points (NOT sentences) on note cards that summarize the key
findings of that study. Then, write your paper from your note cards. NEVER find yourself
composing your paper on one window, with the full text of a source open on another window!

-Finally, if you plagiarize by any of the above means, | WILL discover it, and | WILL FAIL YOU!
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
